New Recycling and Waste 
Hauling Agreement 
for Unincorporated 
Residential Homes

Naperville Township Board voted to 
issue an exclusive license to Groot 
Recycling and Waste Services for 
residential homes in unincorporated 
Naperville Township.  This license 
is effective October 1, 2011.  
Homeowners shall be reimbursed for 
any prepaid services effective after 
September 30, 2011. The license is 
effective for 35 months.

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Freedom and local control in America…small vs. 
large government by Gary Vician
Abraham Lincoln, in his Gettysburg Address stated” …that this nation, under God, shall 
have a new birth of freedom…and that government of the people, by the people, and 
for the people, shall not perish from the earth.” Lincoln understood the importance of 
individual freedom and the need for citizens to be involved and connected to government 
in a free society.  Small government allows that involvement.
The Naperville Township Board has worked with me to reduce costs while increasing 
services.  We have reduced expenditures by ten percent while we have paid off our bonded 
indebtedness.  At the same time we have increased support for children, families, seniors, 
the food pantry, and the needy in our community.  We have developed new assistance for 
veterans and revitalized and expanded senior services.  We have voted to reduce elected 
officials’ benefits and salaries.
Small governments allow greater satisfaction, accountability, flexibility, understanding, 
and involvement for citizens. The largest governments spend two-thirds more per capita 
for the same services and have a greater per capital indebtedness.  Labor costs are the 
largest portion of government costs.  Townships have the lowest average labor costs 
compared to other levels of Illinois government.   Township expenditures have grown at 
a lower rate compared to all other levels of Illinois government since 1992.  Townships 
have the lowest level of governmental indebtedness in Illinois.
Local democracy is more efficient and effective. In a 2001 survey, 88 percent of residents 
rated the performance of township officials as high, compared to 42 percent of state 
officials and 27 percent of federal officials.  Smaller governments provide individual 
citizens with more influence and special interest groups have less interest because they 
are closer to the people.  Townships’ small size allows them to make direct individual 
contacts on issues and concerns.  Smaller size allows elected officials to pay greater 
attention to details and be more accountable for services.
Township and local municipal governments work together in Illinois to serve their 
communities.  Intergovernmental cooperation allows small government to adapt to needs 
of the community, share in services, and make joint service and purchasing agreements.  
This allows greater flexibility to make and later cancel programs to meet the changing 
needs of the community.
All of these facts and information are important to know as we debate the size and 
scope of Illinois government.  Illinois has a long history of local government, political 
leadership, involvement, and opportunity.  This Illinois tradition has resulted in the 
development of national leadership over many years.   I am blessed to be living in Illinois 
and to have had the opportunity to serve as an elected official.  Our system is now being 
questioned and challenged.  It is good that we review and debate the ways we design 
our government.  WE the PEOPLE need to insure that we have all of the data and 
information in order to make innovative decisions as we head down the road toward 
change.
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Naperville Township Quadrennial 
Reassessment
The assessment process is over for the Year of 2010 payable 
in 2011.  As we have pointed out in previous letters and 
statements, a reduction in assessed value was going to happen 
and it did.  The sales years used for 2010 assessments were 
2009, 2008 and 2007.  A three year average was used to 
indicate the required reduction in assessed value.  Every four 
years the Assessor’s Office is required to do a Quadrennial 
Reassessment.  The Quadrennial Assessments will be done as 
of January 1st, 2011 and the taxes will be payable in 2012.  The 
Quadrennial Year means that all properties in the Township 
will receive a notice of reassessment in the mail most likely in 
the Fall of 2011 indicating the new assessments for the Year of 
2011.  This will show another reduction of assessed value over 
the 2010 assessments.  The sales used for this study will be the 
years of 2010, 2009 and 2008, all negative market years.  The 
reductions in assessed value for 2011 are currently greater in 
most neighborhoods than the reductions made in 2010.  We 
are currently working on the new assessments and will continue 
to do so through the Summer of 2011.  The main objective of 
the Quadrennial will be to equalize all of the neighborhoods so 
that they are all at or close to the same level of assessment.  We 
have three towns which are located in the Township,  Aurora, 
Naperville and Warrenville. Many different types of homes with 
a variety of locations and quality throughout the Township will 
be looked at.  Each neighborhood will be studied and changes 
in assessed value will be made to each of the neighborhoods.  
The degree of decreases will vary from one neighborhood to 
another,  but all the decrease will be based on the activity within 
the neighborhood or the best information available if there is a 
lack of sales in a neighborhood.  
 I hope we have seen the bottom of the market because no 
one  wants to see the market value of our homes continue to 
go down.  We do know that the Assessed Value for 2011 and 
2012 will go down.  Most people think this means a reduction 
in taxes, but  this is not the case.  As assessments go down 
the rate charged to those assessments goes up and the taxes 
increase.  More spending by the taxing bodies equals more 
taxes, even with reductions in assessed value.  What you will 
see in the tax bill for the first time is reduced assessments and 
higher taxes.  (We’ve  been saying it for years;  don’t fault the 
assessor for higher taxes.  Look at the spending for the answer 
to this question.)  Two or three years of reduced assessments 
and still higher taxes should bring this point home to most 
of you; so don’t  blame the assessor for higher taxes.  Look at 
the spending on your tax bill to find the real cause of higher 
taxes.  The Assessor places an assessment on the property that 
has uniformity and accuracy as our goal.  We plan on being 
innovative in our approach and responsive to you during this 
trying real estate market.

For those 
who are unfamiliar with TRIAD, it is a national organization 
that provides a link between seniors and the community. 
TRIAD consists of law enforcement, senior citizens and 
community groups whose mission is to enrich the lives of all 
senior citizens through safety and wellness.

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TRIAD council for Naperville Township, Lisle Township 
and the city of Naperville, with monthly meetings and 
quarterly events. We welcome all participation.
Naperville Township works with community organizations 
to donate time and money to assist with the needy in our 
community. Some of the leading fund raising events and 
organizations are: Naperville’s Ribfest sponsored by the 
Exchange Club, the Last Fling sponsored by the Jaycees, the 
Thanksgiving Day Turkey Trot 5K Run sponsored by the 
Noon Lions and “Soups On” sponsored by the Noon Rotary. 
You will recognize the Township Elected Officials at these 
events.
The Lions Donation Box is now placed in front of the 
Naperville Township Building. Donated by the Naperville 
Noon Lions, this is a drop box where you can donate old 
eye glasses, hearing aids and cell phones. Audiologist Karen 
Maxwell provided hearing services, and Optometrist Rick 
Butz provided vision services for the Naperville Township 
Senior Health Fair this past fall.

Veterans Services

Passports & Voter Registration
Naperville Township is a Passport Acceptance Facility. 
Applications are taken at the township office Monday 
through Friday 9 am-3 pm by appointment only. Please call 
Township Clerk Carol Bertulis at (630)-355-1558.

Permits
Naperville Township and DuPage County require permits 
for various  projects on both public and private properties.  
Permitting your project will insure you are doing 
a job according to the rules.  Doing a project without permits 
can be costly later.  The homeowner will pay for the County 
permit and possible penalties.  In some cases you
may have to remove and redo.  Unauthorized work can be 
removed and charges for the removal are assessed to the 
homeowner.
 
Virtually every improvement on a residential lot requires 
some sort of a permit – fences, decks, swimming pools (above 
ground and in-ground), garage, hangar, shed,
stable, satellite dish, short wave antenna, patio, terrace, 
retaining walls, digging or filling in a pond, etc.  If in doubt, 
call the Building Division of DuPage County.
 
Township permits are required for all work within the 
Township right-of-way and for select projects on private 
property.
 
Work in the right-of-way could include tree planting, mailbox 
post replacement, driveway apron or sidewalk replacement.  A 
permit or waiver is necessary because
the Township has guidelines for these type of activities.

Brush Pickup
The Township Highway Department offers a convenient 
roadside brush pick up service for residents of unincorporated 
areas of Naperville Township. Pickups are made during the 
first week of the month, May through October.
“Brush,” explained Highway Commissioner Stan Wojtasiak, 
“is long branches from trimming trees, bushes or shrubs not 
twigs, grass clippings or other yard 
waste.” When putting brush out for pickup, do not tie 
it into bundles. Keep it loose, neatly stacked, with butt ends 
facing the curb. To prevent flooding, keep brush out of the 
gutter. The brush will be fed into a chipper which accepts 
branches up to 8” in diameter. Anything larger than that 
should be cut up into fireplace length. If you don’t have a 
fireplace, a neighbor might.
Please place your brush at the roadside the Sunday before 
pickup week.
